Board discussed Fire Chief contract.  Town Manager informed Board that a Residency requirement was added to the contract allowing Mr. Carrier one year to move to Middleborough.  Town Manager explained that Mr. Carrier is concerned he may not be able to sell his home within a year.  Board agreed that Labor Counsel will change language so that it is clear that Mr. Carrier will reside in Middleborough within one year, regardless of whether or not his home has sold.

Board agreed that Mr. Carrier’s salary will be $110k as the Captains are paid over $100k. Town Manager to ask future Fire Chief Carrier to provide the Board with a report within 60-90 days upon hire as to his position on hiring/not hiring a Deputy Fire Chief.  Board agreed to have him in on 12/8/08 under Executive Session Collective Bargaining before he commences employment to discuss expectations.
