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The Board met in Executive Session at 7:20 PM, not to return to Open Session, to discuss Collective Bargaining.

Selectman Bond, Selectman Spataro, Selectman Perkins, 
Selectman Rogers, and Chairwoman Brunelle were present.

Firefighters Grievance
Selectman Perkins asked Attorney Peloquin about the firefighter’s grievance regarding underpaying.

Attorney Peloquin said Attorney Howard Lenow has asked for an extension to sit down and review the Board’s response.  A meeting will then be arranged.

Appointment of Interim Fire Chief
Chairwoman Brunelle asked about the Board’s previous vote to appoint Gary Russell as the Interim Fire Chief.  She questioned if it should’ve been done in executive session.

Attorney Peloquin said it was a negotiation to amend the terms of his contract.   At some point it would have to be voted in open session.

Selectman Perkins asked if the vote could be taken in executive session and announced in open session.

Selectman Bond said there would be no harm in having it in open session.

Attorney Peloquin asked if it had been announced in open session.

Chairwoman Brunelle said no, but it was told to reporters.

Selectman Spataro noted that it was announced in open session that an Interim Fire Chief had been appointed.

Chairwoman Brunelle said she would rather discuss it in open session rather than have the DA tell the Board it has to be.

Attorney Peloquin suggested taking a vote in open session confirming the previous vote.

Selectman Spataro clarified that it was legitimate to take the vote in executive session, but it just has to be announced in open session rather than taking another vote.

Attorney Peloquin said all discussions for contract negotiations can take place in executive session.  The appointment should be in open.  He questioned if the vote was premature in that the Interim Chief was not assuming duties yet.

Chairwoman Brunelle said Town Meeting needs to fund the Fire Chief’s increase and sick leave buyback for retirement.

Selectman Perkins noted that the 2 chiefs have a working relationship and have already started to work together.

Selectman Bond suggested putting the appointment of an Interim Fire Chief on Monday’s agenda.

Attorney Peloquin suggest there be a brief discussion involving the imminent retirement of the Fire Chief.

Upon motion by Selectman Bond and seconded by Selectman Perkins, the Board
