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Chairwoman opened meeting at 7 PM by inviting those in attendance to join in the
Pledge of Allegiance.

In attendance were Selectmen M. Brunelle, A. Rullo, M. Duphily, S. McKinnon, S.
Spataro, Town Manager C. Cristello and Confidential Secretary J. Shanley.

ANNOUNCEMENTS
Chairwoman announced that the summer concerts on the lawn of Town Hall will resume
on Thursday 8/12, weather permitting.

Chairwoman read aloud thank you letter from Joe Ciaglo’s siblings regarding the
ceremony of the street leading up to the Wastewater Treatment plant being named Joe
Ciaglo Way.

Chairwoman thanked everyone for heeding the mosquito spraying advisories and for
cancelling outdoor sports activities. Ground spraying will continue.

Chairwoman announced that the South Middleborough Grange will hold its 53" Annual
Agricultural Fair on Saturday, August 28, 2010. Exhibits received from 7 a.m. until
noon. Fair opens at 1:30 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
to award Water & Land Purchase off Miller Street to Eastern Bank in the amount of
$410,000 with an interest rate of 1.15% as recommended by Town Treasurer.

Four in favor. M. Brunelle abstained.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
unanimously to declare the attached list of items as surplus as requested by the
Middieborough Public Library.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
to approve signing the MIIA Health Benefits Trust.
Four in favor. M. Brunelle abstained.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
unanimously to appoint Ronald J. Costa as a Special Police Officer.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
unanimously to authorize Chairwoman to sign the Civil Service documents for Ronald
Costa’s retirement.
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Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted
unanimously to issue a letter of appreciation to all employees upon their retirement.

Captain George Andrade addressed Board to ask for the Board’s approval and support re
Muscular Dystrophy Drive on 9/17, 18" and 19™. Upon motion by Selectwoman
Duphily and seconded by Selectman Rullo, Board voted unanimously to approve.

Chairwoman explained that she had drafted and included in the Board’s packets for
discussion a set of proposed Board Procedures. Chairwoman further explained that she
has requested the Board’s secretary to compile a list of all licenses and hearings. Board
members offered the following comments:

Selectwoman Duphily

o 1™ page below 2™ paragraph should say that each meeting is to be posted in
accordance with MA law

s Procedure for emergency meetings should be included.

o P.3, 4" paragraph put in if a resident had something that was time sensitive that
they wanted to announce, they could, as long as they get in touch with the Chair

e When folks address Board at podium, they announce name and address

¢ Include duties of the Secretary

Selectman Rullo

o Define what a majority vote constitutes. Is it always three? Is it a majority of
those in attendance? How will abstentions be counted? Asked members to think
about and come up with guidelines. He prefers that there should always be at
least three to pass anything. Chairwoman explained that it could be a problem if
someone opposes or abstains, She will look at it and see what she can find.

e There’s always the unforeseen that would require something be established as
general guidance for the “unforeseen” incase these guidelines don’t cover it.

Selectman McKinnon

o P. 1 above Election of Officers - He doesn’t think the rotating of the Chairperson
needs to be in there as not everyone may be comfortable being Chairman.
Chairwoman Brunelle clarified that it reads “strongly encourage”.

e Town Manager will ask for election of officers - Chairwoman explained that the
Town Manager would rather not and recommended that the Sr. most Board
member take on that role. Selectman McKinnon recommended that the Board’s
secretary call for the nominations. Chairwoman responded that the secretary
felt uncomfortable doing that. Secretary clarified that it has nothing to do with
being uncomfortable, but rather, that she had been informed that she has no
official authority to open a meeting and call for nominations. Chairwoman
responded that it will be done this way because that is the way we’ve always done
it..
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P. 3 “Old Business” - He would like to change to “Unfinished Business”

e Conduct of Meetings - He would like signature sheet at podium again.
Removing someone - Chair should “order” the removal not actually “remove”
them.

e Public hearings — He’s not sure allowed to cross examine witnesses, etc.
Chairwoman explained that this references a different kind of hearing.

» P.5 Workshops ~ Do we need to indicate a procedure to post workshops?
Chairwoman stated that everything is required to be posted.

» On last page - Under Voting - Chairman may refuse to acknowledge a motion -

He believes that if a motion is made and seconded, it should be voted on.

Chairwoman responded that it cannot be voted on if it is improper motion.

Chairman determines if improper. An example would be if a motion is made

prematurely. Chairwoman will refine language to read “if improper or out of

order”.

Selectman Spataro
Offered Chairwoman his appreciation for having had drafted the guidelines/procedures.

e P.1-2" paragraph - Members May act in their Official capacity only when in
open public meeting with a majority of the Board present, or when specifically
delegated by a majority of the Board. Chairwoman clarified that the intent was
that an individual selectman can’t make any kind of decision that should
appropriately be brought before the Board. She will re-word language.

e P.2 - Chairman shall also serve as Ex-Officio Non-Voting Member - He would
like this Board to discuss this. He thinks it’s a level of extending the
Chairmanship. After discussion, Board agreed to change to *if so authorized by
the Board”.

e Second to last page - Release of Executive Session Minutes - He would like to
add language “by vote of the Board”.

o Last page under Voting - Reconsideration of vote - He suggested adding language
if “new information” becomes available.

Chairwoman will redraft with suggested changes.

HEARINGS, MEETINGS, & LICENSES

Joe Webby of Webby Engineering addressed Board and introduced applicant Virginia
Bradbury and explained what she is asking to do. Chairwoman opened hearing at 7:41
PM by reading aloud the public hearing notice. Ms. Bradbury addressed Board and
explained that she is trying to put a small room on the back of her house. She asked if
she can get a variance because it will cost her significantly more financially to move the
addition over as suggested by the Building Commissioner. Chairwoman explained that
the Board is not a liberty to authorize a variance and suggested that Ms. Bradbury speak
with the Building Commissioner and see if there is another way to configure the addition.
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William Bradbury addressed Board and asked if they need a land lawyer or how they
would get through this. Chairwoman explained that this is specific to the Town’s WRPD
Bylaw. Mr. Bradbury asked if the state can alter that. Chairwoman responded that it
could not. Mr. Bradbury asked if they can build the foundation moved over, but extend
the house part to hang over the wetland area. Joe Webby offered that he will make an
appointment with the Building Commissioner to discuss the possibility. Town Manager
will ask Town Counsel if this is possible. Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and
seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted unanimously to continue hearing to
8/23/10 at 7:30 PM.

TOWN MANAGER

Town Manager reported that Animal Control Officer Jayson Tracy received the Animal
Control Officer of the year award. Town Manager wanted to congratulate him. Upon
motion by Selectwoman Duphily and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board voted
unanimously to send a letter of congratulation to him from the Board.

Town Manager noted that the Town’s input is being sought relative to the possible
closing of the Wareham District Court. Town Manager suggested that police department
could compile information/concerns and then submit Board’s input.

Town Manager offered that it’s been a good week for Town employees. The Town
received a letter of commendation from resident George W. Davey regarding an unnamed
employee. Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman McKinnon,
Board voted unanimously to send a letter of appreciation to the employee once the Town
Manager learns his or her name.

Upon motion by Selectman McKinnon and seconded by Selectman Spataro, Board voted
unanimously voted to authorize Town Manager Charles J. Cristello to sign all documents
relative to the Middleborough Park @ 495 More Jobs Grant.

SRPEDD

Selectman McKinnon reported that we received the attached annual Municipal
Assistance request form. He will give to Board’s secretary. Town Manager noted that
we tried to use these services with Historical preservation, but they found they no longer
had the expertise to do that. We will circulate to see where it could be used. Selectman
McKinnon read aloud the various categories of assistance available.

Chairwoman opened public hearing on application made by Cheryl A. Salemme, Frank’s
A42ABL Used Cars by reading aloud public hearing notice. Applicant Cheryl A.
Salemme of 2697 Cranberry Highway, Wareham, MA addressed Board to introduce
herself and her husband. Chairwoman asked for questions from the public. Allin Ross
56 Smith Street thinks it will be overkill and may bring down property value as there are
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many businesses there. The traffic, trash, and noise are already a problem. He is against
the issuance of this license. Chairman asked Town Manager to mention speed on Smith
Street to the appropriate Town departments. Selectman Spataro asked if there is a speed
posting. Mr, Ross indicated that he didn’t think so. Chairwoman Brunelle assured Mr.
Ross that we will bring it to the attention of the Police Chief. Selectman Spataro
suggested consideration of “Slow Children” signs also. Mr. Salemme offered that he
intends to make things better. Hearing no further comments/questions, Chairwoman
declared the hearing closed. Upon motion by Selectman McKinnon and seconded by
Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted unanimously to approve license for the sale of up to
15 Class II automobiles.

Chairwoman Brunelle announced that the 8:15 PM meeting with Sysco is postponed until
8/23/10.

CORRESPONDENCE

Selectman Spataro noted #7 re Edgeway Mobile Park and asked if there is any update
about someone else buying the Park. Town Manager responded that he had learned last
week that someone is trying to convince the tenants to buy the property. Selectman
Spataro asked if the Town is still in limbo regarding outstanding issues with Edgeway.
Town Manager responded that the Zoning matters will be before the Courts in
September. He thinks the Town is heading to trial.

Selectman McKinnon noted #3 - job posting for I.T. Administrator at Police Department.
He is concerned that there isn’t any requirement for education and asked if it can be
added. Town Manager responded that the Chief has already posted. Chairwoman
Brunelle agreed that at least a certificate in Microsoft Software should be required.
Selectman McKinnon would like to see something required to show at least he’s been to
some type of school.

Selectman Spataro noted #13. Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by
Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted unanimously to send letter to our legislative
delegation voicing the Board’s disappointment that healthcare reform was stalled.
Selectman Spataro asked if the matter can be placed on a future agenda to keep on top of
the matter. Chairwoman responded that we can keep on it through telephone calls.
Selectman Spataro noted that the Board could do both.

Chairwoman Brunelle noted items found in the Beacon Newsletter.
o 2011 Annual Trade Show will be held 1/21 and 1/22/11
¢ Also soliciting workshop suggestions due 8/16/10
o Economic Relief packet — procurement guidelines have changed.
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Selectman Rullo noted that one piece of legislation that did pass, is that they did extend
automatically for two years any projects that are currently pending. He asked the Town
Manager if that will affect us in any way. Town Manager responded that fortunately,
they did not include any 40B projects in that vote.

OTHER

Allin Frawley of 35 Forest Street addressed Board. His wife told him several times that
she was impressed with the mosquito information being available on the website. He
extended his and his wife’s thanks.

He wanted to see the Board’s procedures printed somewhere for the public. After
reading the proposed procedures, he is concerned that it curtails the public’s ability to
speak.

M. Frawley asked if the Board has invoked the Dispute Resolution with the Wampanoag
Tribe. Chairwoman responded that the Board will have no comment as it is pending
litigation. Chairwoman added that she will not accept a question on that going forward.
Once we have concluded anything that we are going to do, the announcement will be
made publicly. She will not entertain any further questions on that matter until such time.
The matter is not open for discussion.

B. Giovanoni of Rocky Meadow Street approached Board with a question, however,
Selectman Spataro noted that Mr. Giovanoni should be required to follow the same rules
as Mr. Frawley and was therefore not allowed to present his question as it had not been
previously submitted to the Board. Mr. Giovanoni asked when these rules went into
effect. Chairwoman responded they were voted on 6/21/10.

Selectwoman Duphily noted that she had a matter that she wished to mention.
Chairwoman offered her the opportunity to present. As noted by Selectman McKinnon
Selectwoman Duphily also did not qualify to speak as her material had not been
previously presented to the Chairwoman.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Duphily and seconded by Selectman McKinnon, Board
voted by Roll Call to go into Executive Session to discuss strategy relative to Collective
