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SELECTMEN’S MEETING

APRIL 3, 2006

As this was a reorganizational meeting, the Board’s Secretary called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.

Selectman Perkins, Selectman Spataro, Selectwoman Brunelle, and Selectman Bond were present.

Selectman Andrews was absent.

The Board’s Secretary asked for nominations for Chairman.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Spataro, the Board


VOTED:  To appoint Wayne Perkins as the Chairman for one year.


Unanimous Vote.

Discussion ensued.

Selectman Bond said the chairmanship is the “face of the Board of Selectmen”.  It is the position of first contact.  He said times change and the Board changes and you would think the gavel would change.  He said he has no issue with the job Chairman Perkins has done, but suggested a “rotating chairmanship”.  He asked if there was any desire for the Board to shift back to this in the future.

Chairman Perkins said he has been named Chairman mostly because he is “available”.

Selectwoman Brunelle agreed, saying everyone else in on time constraints and availability.

Selectman Spataro said the legacy has been to keep someone as Chairman if they are 

doing a good job.

The Board will consider rotating the chairmanship next year.

Chairman Perkins asked for nominations for Vice-Chairman.

Upon motion by Selectman Bond and seconded by Selectman Spataro, the Board


VOTED:  To appoint Selectwoman Brunelle as Vice-Chairman for one year.


Unanimous Vote.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Spataro, the Board

VOTED:  To authorize Selectman Bond, in the absence of any other available member, to sign the Town Warrants.

Selectman Bond asked about the concept of actually taping sessions.  He asked that this item be put on an agenda for future discussion.

It was noted that tapes of the Selectmen’s Meetings are kept “in perpetuity”.  Danielle Bowker said that there are tapes available at the Library dating back to the 1970s.

Selectman Bond withdrew his request.

HEARINGS, MEETINGS & LICENSES
Meeting with Finance Committee – RE:  FY07 Budget
Members of the FinCom were present.

Mr. Healey provided an updated revenue expenditure forecast with his recommendations.  He read the following memo:

“At the Selectmen’s Meeting with the Fincom last Monday, I suggested the following steps be taken to reach a balanced budget that is supported by both the Fincom and the Selectmen: 

1. Reach Agreement on the shortfall by April 3rd. 

2. Decide whether to support a School Department Budget in excess of the $1,907,169.00 required Net School Spending. 

3. Determine the amount of the shortfall that is to be absorbed by the General Government Departments. 

4. I suggest we then ask Department Heads to start with a level funded number, add the contractual increases, and then cut from that total figure back to the level funded number, and reflect the layoffs that would result and an Impact Statement. 

5. As we discussed Monday night, the PRIORITIZATION begins at this point.  Some Departments may not be able to function with the resulting cuts.  This means that those Departments may have their funding level increased.  This would require other Departments to suffer further cuts. 

6. The “Level funded with Absorption of Contractual Increases Budgets” resulting from the process outlined in 1 – 4 above may not be enough to balance the Budget.  We must then look at what we can project in increased revenues.  New revenues may be a relatively small number, and may well not be enough to achieve a balanced budget.  At this point, we would need to consider further budget reductions and layoffs. 

In my opinion, this procedure would be the fairest way to proceed.  Please let me know what you think.  If you have any questions about this proposal or any alternative suggestions I’d be glad to talk to you.”
Mr. Healey said he received no comments after the Collaborative Leadership Group Meeting.
Mr. Healey also reviewed a memo regarding the School Department Budget Summary.

Mr. Healey is recommending that the Town consider increasing the School Department budget to the base budget that was submitted by the Superintendent to the School Committee.  This would be $24,455,000.  The current budget is $23,042,915.  He broke down the figures as follows:

Mr. Healey said the General Government shortfall will be about $1.7 million.

Selectman Spataro said he was trying to reach agreement on the shortfall.

Selectwoman Brunelle said the Board hasn’t accepted the Indirect Costs.  The CLG has completed the function of gathering all information this year.

Steve Studley, FinCom Chairman, reviewed the updated numbers.  He said a considerable amount of difference was made up on the revenue side, explaining that the bonding hadn’t been figured in previously.

Bob Sullivan noted that the School Committee has not had the opportunity to review the proposed budget.  $24,455,000 reflects the base.  He said a public hearing hasn’t been held yet, and the School Committee has not voted on the budget.  He said the “sub-committee” had recommended that figure.

Superintendent Sullivan said some improvements will have to be made, and SPED costs are increasing.  He said he understands the position of the Town and is suggesting conservative increases.
Mr. Healey noted that the Superintendent’s recommended operational with new initiatives adds an additional $453,600, for a total increase over required net School Spending of $516,213.  This would be an additional amount on top of the $1.7 million general government shortfall.
Mr. Healey said once again there will be severe cuts on the General Government side.  He said the School Department needs to look within their budget to find ways to fund new initiatives.

Superintendent Sullivan said he was not here to debate the budget, noting the School Committee hasn’t had the opportunity to be part of the discussions.  He did say the CLG was very important in helping to understand where the needs are, and making it easier to explain where the dilemmas are.

Selectman Spataro asked if there was agreement on what the shortfall was.

It was the consensus that the shortfall is approximately $1.7 million, rather than $5 million or $7 million.
Mr. Healey noted that figure is after Department Heads absorb raises and level fund.  If contractual increases are factored in, the figure is much higher.

Discussion ensued how Department Heads should be asked to prepare budgets.  If level funded, would it be based on the FY06 Annual Town Meeting, or Special Town Meeting.  

It was also noted that the previous budgets were based on 53 weeks.

Selectwoman Brunelle noted that level funding from the ATM would provide an additional $577,316, bringing the deficit to $1.2 million.

Mr. Healey said if the 53rd week is removed, it would be an additional $200,000.  This would still mean $1 million in cuts.

Mr. Studley noted that 5% cuts would “shut the door” on smaller departments.  

Mr. Healey agreed that there will need to be prioritization.  

Mr. Studley said this will be a “daunting” task considering some situations.  He noted that the Library faces the loss of certification, and the Police Department must have minimum staffing to meet requirements of Grants.
Chairman Perkins agreed that “everybody can’t be cut flat”.  He said it was premature to make decisions how to proceed if the Library is uncertified, or the Park Department can’t open the pool.  He noted these are sensitive issues.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To ask Departments to level fund from the Annual Town Meeting, building in raises, cutting the 53rd week, and cutting an additional 5%.


Unanimous Vote.

The FinCom also voted to take the same approach.

It was the consensus of the Board to meet again on April 24th.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Bond, the Board

VOTED:  To set the date for the Annual/Special Town Meetings for Monday, June 5, 2006.


Unanimous Vote.

Schools will be checked for availability.
Meeting with Town Accountant – RE:  Request for Audit Extension
Chairman Perkins said the letter received from the Town Accountant last week did not answer the Board’s question as to why an extension is being requested on the audit.  It cited contractual disputes with the previous auditors as the reason.

Ms. Higgins read the following response:
“IN response to your March 21, 2006 letter requesting “details” concerning the contractual dispute with our prior audit firm, Thevenin, Lynch, Bienvenue, LLP, please be reminded of the situation with the additional payment demand of $4,500, the lost/shredded work papers and the lateness of the FY04 final audit report issuance.  Accordingly and consequently, there was a compound delay in the commencement of the FY05 field work by the new audit firm of Melanson, Heath & Co, which results in the extension request for cognizant State/Federal agencies.

While most of the Selectmen currently seated were involved in the debacle, I realize all may not be fully aware of the situation.  Further details may be found in the Board’s minutes from the period ranging from January 2005 through September 2005 and related correspondence from this office during that time frame.

Thank you in advance for your continuing interest and support in important Town Accounting matters.  If you have any further questions or concerns, please contact me.”
Selectwoman Brunelle clarified that there are no additional ongoing disputes with the prior auditors.  She said she was concerned with the way the memo reads.

Ms. Higgins noted she has to give a reason for submitting an audit extension.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if the extension was being filed also because the new auditors haven’t completed the FY05 audit.

Ms. Higgins said the FY04 audit was completed in December of 2005.  The new auditors couldn’t start until the previous audit was completed.

Chairman Perkins said he also had a problem with the way the memo was worded, saying he had thought the new auditors hadn’t begun and needed an extension.  He said the Board hasn’t received an update from the auditors or the Accountant.

Ms. Higgins said she had sent a memo to the Board about 1 -2 months ago.  She also sent an email this week saying that the auditors will be in town this week.  

Chairman Perkins asked what the expected date of completion was.

Ms. Higgins said she couldn’t give one.

Chairman Perkins said Ms. Higgins’ memo indicates that the auditors will be visiting Department heads.  He said this hadn’t been done before.

Ms. Higgins said this is an ordinary procedure.

Mr. Healey asked who the auditors will want to meet with next week.

Ms. Higgins said they’re coming in Thursday.  She said she did not have a schedule.

Mr. Healey also noted that the auditors have asked for an inordinate number of copies of documents to be sent to New Hampshire.  He noted a bill from the prior auditors for copies should be paid by the new auditors.

Ms. Higgins said that is not her decision.

Mr. Healey suggested the bill be forwarded to Melanson, Heath & Co.

Selectman Bond noted that they would only bill the Town.

Selectman Bond asked how long the previous auditors had worked for the town.

Mr. Healey said three years.

Selectman Bond said the copying was probably part of the start up.

Selectwoman Brunelle said, in the past, auditors made their own copies.  She said she was surprised to receive the bill.

Selectman Spataro noted that the extension being requested was not a contractual dispute for this year.
Ms. Higgins said it “flowed into this year”.  The resolution didn’t happen until the Special Town meeting.

Selectman Spataro asked if there were other reasons that we were behind.

Ms. Higgins said financial documents have to be finalized and accepted.  This wasn’t done until December of 2005.

Selectman Spataro suggested the new auditors be asked to meet with the Board on Monday night to explain what they’re going to do.

Ms. Higgins said a “commencement review” is usually traditional to familiarize yourself with the scope of the audit.  She noted that the firm is based in New Hampshire.

Selectman Spataro suggested they come on Monday instead of Thursday.

Selectman Bond said that would be a disruption of departments.  He suggested a schedule be sent for the times for the interviews.

Chairman Perkins said that made sense.

Ms. Higgins said this is an accounting function that resides with the Accounting Department.  They will start with her.  She would then get a “heads up” to contact other departments.

Selectman Bond asked if there would be a lead time.

Ms. Higgins said it could be requested.

Selectman Bond noted that people need to make time to meet with the auditors.
Ms. Higgins said they will be here for 1 ½ weeks.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To ask Melanson, Heath & Co. to meet with the Board next Monday night, and to bring a schedule of events.


Unanimous Vote.

Discussion ensued on whether or not the auditors should begin prior to meeting with the Board.
Chairman Perkins said he was not in favor of asking them to change their schedule on such short notice.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectman Bond, the Board

VOTED:  To send a letter to Melanson, Health & Co. asking for a schedule of who they will meet with on Thursday.


Unanimous Vote.

Selectwoman Brunelle also asked Ms. Higgins to provide a status report of the anticipated completion of the development of the Fixed Asset Program and the Preparation of a new Chart of Accounts.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked that the update include all monies expended to date.

Resident Barbara Frappier addressed the Board.

She asked why the Board would allow the Town Accountant to continue to operate when she has threatened to sue.  She asked why she was not on administrative leave.

Chairman Perkins said the Board is in correspondence with Labor Counsel, and will remain status quo until otherwise advised.

Hearing – Revocation of Class II License – Nancy Tammaro d/b/a Gratuity Motors
A notice of the hearing had been sent to Nancy Tammaro via certified mail and regular mail.  Ms. Tammaro was not present.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Perkins close the hearing.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To revoke the Class II License in the name of Nancy Tammaro d/b/a Gratuity Motors, 299 West Grove Street, Middleboro, MA for failure to comply with obtaining a bond in the amount of $25,000.

Meeting with Scott MacFaden, The Wildlands Trust – RE:  Conservation Restriction
Scott MacFaden was present.
He presented a Conservation Restriction for property owned by Kathleen S. Anderson and the late Paul T. Anderson located on Winter and Fuller Streets, and known as “Wolf Trap Hill Farm”.

The property consists of 84 acres.  The Wildlands Trust will hold the Restriction with the Massachusetts Audubon Society, Inc.

Mr. MacFaden said the property contains a superb wildlife habitat with over 200 species of birds having been recorded by Ms. Anderson in the 50 years she’s owned the property.  The presence of 32 of the 43 terrestrial mammalian species known to occur in Southeastern Massachusetts, including Fisher and Bobcat has also been documented.  There is also a terrific example of a cedar swamp on the property.
Mr. MacFaden said passive, non-motorized public access will be allowed from Fuller Street.  He called this one of the best projects he has worked on.  
Mr. MacFaden noted that this land is also adjacent to land already under protection.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To sign the Conservation Restriction for property owned by Kathleen S. Anderson and the late Paul T. Anderson located on Winter and Fuller Streets, known as “Wolf Trap Hill Farm”.


Unanimous Vote.

Mr. MacFaden told the Board that a public meeting will be held in the Town Hall Auditorium on April 26th at which time detailed wildlife and weather records will be reviewed.

Selectman Bond also told the Board that what “killed” Bingo wasn’t lack of volunteers, but the smoking laws.
