At 8:16 PM Selectwoman Brunelle returned to Selectman’s meeting.

Board met with the School Committee and the Finance Committee to discuss the budget.  School Superintendent R. Sullivan addressed the Board regarding the $913,000 that the school department is looking to obtain.  Selectwoman Brunelle reiterated that the Town does not have this money available.  Finance Committee Chairman R. Pavadore addressed the Board and explained that his committee has been trying to get the $124,400. into its budget.  He has spent the past week working with the Town Manager and Town Treasurer to see if the Town can tighten up anyplace else to free up additional funds.  He met with the Veterans Agent and has confirmed that there is $40,000 in the Veterans’ account.  We are about $130,000 short.   School Committee member Mr. Pilla addressed the Board.  He explained that it is part of the Committee’s charge to formulate a strategic budget plan and to support a budget.  They came up with a recovery budget of $3 million dollars.  The Committee had agreed at its meeting to go forward with the recovery plan, including the limited amount of funds needed for year one.  Selectwoman Brunelle explained that the funds are not available now and may not be available in the 
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Fall.  In her opinion, the only way of getting these funds for the School Department is through an override.  Selectman Spataro asked the Board of Selectmen and the Finance Committee if there is any support of closing any Town department(s) to get the funds for the School Department.  R. Pavadore said that the Finance Committee has not discussed closing any Town offices.  The Finance Committee intends on returning to its meeting room to conclude its vote on the budget and will return to the Selectmen’s meeting room to announce its vote.  Town Manager explained that the only available source the Town has is the FAM account.

Mr. Peller asked the Board if it would consider supporting an override for FY10 and begin planning for that now.  Selectmen Bond and Brunelle indicated that they would individually support.  Selectman Rogers indicated that he would prefer waiting for further counsel with a new Town Administrator.  Selectman Spataro indicated that he would support the process, however, would have to wait for further facts before committing definitively.  
R. Dunphy asked the School Committee what, if anything has the Committee done to cut fringe benefits of the School employees.  Dr. Sullivan responded that the School Department doesn’t work with the Town at present, but may in the future.  Mr. Dunphy asked if the School Committee worked with the unions to cut fringe benefits of those union employees for which it negotiates with.  Dr. Sullivan responded that the schools follow the same benefits as are given to the Town employees.  Chairman Bond stated that everyone needs to begin working together for the good of all.
Mr. Pilla asked the Board to put together a matrix of the contracts that the Town has for the School Committee and include the expiration dates.  Town Manager is to prepare and provide such contracts.  Chairman Bond thanked Dr. Sullivan, the School Committee and the Finance Committee for their time and participation in this evenings meeting.
