Planning Board

Board heard from David Maddigan regarding GIS and electronic submission of subdivision plans.  Electronic submission of plans would be an extra cost to homeowners and should be talked about with engineers and surveyors.  Board heard from Mr. LaBonte who asked about Staff Planner and Clerk positions.   Chairwoman explained that the Board had approved the increase in hours for the Clerk’s position, which will be paid for by the $250,000 Tribal money.  She further explained that the Board would be discussing tonight, the finalization of the position, as a response has been received from Town Counsel.
