MG&E Energy Audit

    Ask them if they would want to do it and can do it.

2. Send a letter to the School Committee asking them to put the Board in touch   with whomever they are using.

Chairman asked that if anyone has an interest in setting up or being on a green committee that they please forward letters to the Board’s secretary.

R. Dunphy asked the Board to put on the agenda in a month, or two, an action item to follow through on establishing an energy committee.

Chairman welcomed Mr. and Mrs. Holt as abutters to E.R. project under the permit in the name of Sam Pike.  Town Manager explained to the Board that he sent D. Boucher out to the site today upon his return from vacation.  Mr. Boucher advised permit holder that he is not permitted to do any rock crushing and would need to seek a modification to his present permit.  Mr. Boucher ordered him to cease any rock crushing.  The permit holder indicated to Mr. Boucher that he needs another two weeks to complete the project.  Mrs. Holt told the Board that they have been crushing rocks for the past year.  They have been very tolerant of this project over the past ten years.  The Holt’s announced that they sent a fax to the Board today stating that, in good faith, they will agree to support the additional three weeks that is needed to complete the project.

Chairman asked that documentation be placed in the file that the permit holder was ordered to cease rock crushing.  Town Manager agreed it would be done.  Selectwoman Brunelle asked that the Board’s secretary contact Mr. Boucher and ask him to return to 
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the site if any further reports are received on the issue.  Selectman Rogers told the Holts that if a further report is received, he, individually, will move to revoke the permit.
