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SELECTMEN’S MEETING
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Chairman Perkins called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

Selectman Rogers, Selectwoman Brunelle and Selectman Eayrs were present.

Selectman Wiksten was absent.

HEARINGS, MEETINGS & LICENSES

Meeting with Jeanne Spalding – RE:  Health Fees & Permits

Jeanne Spalding was present to review the fee schedule for the Health Department.  She told the Board that it has been over three (3) years since the fees were reviewed.  She presented a schedule of the current, and proposed maximum fees.

Ms. Spalding proposed fee increases for Percolation Tests, Dewatered Perc, Overnight Soak, Percolation Testing (No Show), Disposal Works Construction, Alternative System Permit, Plan Review, Alternative System, Subdivision Plan Review, Septic System in Excess of 3 Visits, Disposal Works Installers, Housing Inspections, Lodging Houses, Individual Well Permits, Individual Well Repairs, Stable Permit (New & Renewal), Cesspool Pumper/Septage Hauler, Rubbish Hauler, Camps/Rec Camps/Trailer Parks, Cabins/Motels, Family Type Campground, and Medical Waste Hauler.

Ms. Spalding explained that many of the fee increases can be justified because of the excessive amount of time put into the inspections.

Ms. Spalding proposed no change for Food Establishments, other than a flat rate for Full Service Food from $75.00 to $100.00.  Increases were also proposed for Retail Food Establishments 200 – 1000 sq. ft. and 1000+ sq. ft., Mobile Food, Wholesale Food Processor, Temporary Food Service (One Day & Non Profit), and Food Service Plan Review.

Proposed fee increases were also presented for Massage Therapists.

Ms. Spalding also proposed new fees for Nail Salons, Medical Waste Hauler, Title V Certification Report Review, Well Certification Report Review, and Implementation Food Handler.  An increase for copies in the office was also proposed, subject to the allowable fee be law.

Ms. Spalding further suggested that any permit applications not received by November 30th would be subject to doubling.  Selectman Rogers felt this was extreme.  Ms. Spalding noted that a problem in her department is received permit applications in a timely manner.  The November 30th deadline would give her office one month to process the paperwork and get the permits out.  She noted that since the late application fees for food service had doubled, and compliance has increased a lot.  She told the Board that many of the hotels and motels managed out of state, she has to chase them or close them.

Ms. Spalding also spoke to the Board regarding non-criminal fees.  She noted that she spends a lot of time in Housing Court trying to get landlords into compliance.  Selectwoman Brunelle asked if she had a copy of other bylaws on non-criminal disposition.  Ms. Spalding said she would look for this.

Selectman Rogers asked Ms. Spalding to prepare a cost analysis for the fees.  He also noted that changes in DEP regulations will be enforced by the end of summer, early fall.  

Chairman Perkins said he did not want to see fees raised without justification, and also suggested Ms. Spalding prepare a cost analysis with a time factor or comparison to neighboring communities.

Selectman Eayrs felt that the Board should act favorably on the increases.  He said annual fees are a small amount of money.

Ms. Spalding told the fees that most fees come due in December.  This gives the Board time to review these and discuss them.  

Ms. Spalding also told the Board that it had been 10 years before the fees were adjusted 4 years ago.  The fees should be reviewed every 3 years.  Fee increases previously adopted didn’t cover the people working on them.  The proposed fees reflect more closely the work that is being done, time for inspections, paperwork, filing and salaries.

The Board took the matter under advisement.

Request for Well Waiver from Board of Health Bylaw – Rinta – Beach Street

Brian Grady, GAF Engineering, was present to represent Paul Rinta, Jr., for property located on Beach Street, map 104 lot 2734.

Ms. Spalding told the Board that, because this site had previously been brought to the Board under the WRPD, and denied activity within 25 feet of wetlands, she wanted this to come back before the Board.  She said, generally, she can grant this.  The requirement is a 200’ setback unless the engineer can prove some criteria.

Mr. Grady told the Board he is requesting a variance to the Board of Health regulation “Location of Well Sites”.  This regulation requires a 200-foot separation between a proposed well and a sewage disposal system when the percolation rate is under five minutes per inch.  The following setbacks have been provided to the proposed well:

· 112’ to the cesspool on Lot 1965

· 120’ to the proposed locus system

Mr. Grady said it is his opinion that the installation and use of the well will not endanger any potential user, based on the following information:

1. The test pits performed on August 21, 2001 had percolation rates of 4 and 7 minutes per inch.  One test pit exceeded the five minutes per inch requirement that triggers the 200-foot setback.

2. Test pit results indicate a firm till layer at 100” in test pit #1 and 96” in test pit #2.

3. The U.S. Geological Survey, Water-Resources Investigation Report 90-4204 (Plate #1) indicates the ground water flow direction in this area to be from west to east.  This would be in a direction away from the proposed well.

4. The same report (Plate #2) indicates a depth to bedrock of approximately 30 feet.  Therefore, any well installed at this site would be a deep well, set in the underlying bedrock.

5. The project has received an Order of Conditions from the Middleboro Conservation Commission which determined the project protects the statutory interests of Private Water Supply and Public Water Supply.

Selectman Eayrs asked how close this would be to the property line.  Mr. Grady said 10 feet.

Selectman Eayrs asked if the abutting lot could be subdivided.  He had concerns with the well being 10’ away.  Mr. Grady said if the lot was subdivided, it would be to the opposite side of the lot.

Selectman Eayrs asked if the location of the well could present a future hardship to the abutter.  Mr. Grady said he did not know what the future plans were.

Ms. Spalding said the other option was to bring the well across the front of the property to the left-hand corner.  This would disturb the wetland.  She said the request is reasonable.

Ms. Spalding told the Board that abutter notification is not necessary for this hearing.  The setbacks are all within the codes, a waiver is being sought for the septic system.

Selectman Rogers asked how many gallons per minute would be required to supply the 3 bedroom home.  Mr. Grady said 330 gallons per day.  Selectman Rogers asked how Mr. Grady could guarantee that he could locate a well with that flow.

Mr. Grady said this is standard practice.  He said the gallonage is not a significant amount.

Selectman Rogers did not feel the request should come before the Board without an established well.  He also said the plan should be a better scale to read it.

Selectman Rogers said he did not feel this was a worth project, and Mr. Grady hasn’t proven that a well can exist there.

Mr. Grady said the lot is 7 ½ acres, including cranberry bogs and wetlands.

Selectman Rogers felt that the abutters should have been notified “as a courtesy”.  

Mr. Grady said he believes the concerns of the abutters were addressed a the hearing before the ConCom. 

Selectman Rogers had concerns about using herbicides and pesticides on the bog, and the effect on the drinking water.  He said the requests for the setbacks were too much, and did not know why the Board would entertain it.  He said he had a public health concern with the request.

Mr. Healey said the engineer has made a good argument.  He said he had no objection to the abutters being notified.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked how many test pits were done.  Mr. Grady said there were at least three (3).  One test came back with a percolation rate exceeding the five minutes per inch.

Ms. Spalding said that her office would not sign off on the well test report unless it meets the rate required by the local bylaw.  She said it has to meet DEP deadlines, at a minimum.

Upon motion by Selectman Rogers and seconded by Selectman Eayrs, the Board

VOTED:  To continue the hearing, requesting that the applicant identify a viable bedrock well, and to notify all abutters before the next hearing.


Unanimous Vote.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked what conditions Ms. Spalding would require if the request were granted.

Ms. Spalding said one would be a deep well, and a standard drinking water analysis.

Hearing – Request for “Change of Location” – Circle Liquors

“A hearing will be held by the Board of Selectmen on Monday, March 3, 2003, at 7:30 PM, in the Selectmen’s Meeting Room at the Town Hall, located at 10 Nickerson Avenue, Middleborough, MA, for the purpose of discussing a request for a Change of Location made by M.D.& A. LTD d/b/a Circle Liquors, for a Transfer of an Annual All Alcoholic Package Store License to property located at 12 South Main Street, Middleboro, MA Assessors Map 50P Lot 6284, Middleborough, MA.  Anyone desiring to be heard on this matter should appear at the time and place designated.”

Chairman Perkins opened the hearing.

Douglas Faber was present.  He returned the green cards.

Mr. Faber said he is requesting to move his store from the current location at 554 West Grove Street to 12 South Main Street.  He said this would be a bigger and better place.  Mr. Faber told the Board he has been in retail for over 10 years.  The proposed building has been empty for over a year.

Selectman Eayrs asked about parking.  Mr. Faber said parking is an issue in all of Middleboro.  He said he believed there was enough downtown parking to support his store, noting that people spend 3 – 5 minutes in the store, and usually after 3:00 PM.

Selectman Eayrs noted there was no parking in front of the building.  Mr. Faber said there is an adjacent lot next to the building next to Mayflower Bank.  Selectman Eayrs said he was certain that that is Mayflower’s lot, and suggested no parking there.  There is parking in the rear of the building, in the “Gurney Lot”.

Chairman Perkins explained that the Board checks with the Treasurer/Collector to see if there are any outstanding taxes or municipal liens.  She has indicated there aren’t any.  However, the Board received correspondence from the Gas & Electric Department noting an outstanding bill.  Mr. Faber said this will be taken care of.

Selectwoman Brunelle said she also wanted to clarify that the Gurney Lot does allow public parking, but the Mayflower lot does not.

Discussion ensued on the look of the building.  Chairman Perkins read a letter from Nancy T. Ockers, 5 Webster Street:

To the Board of Selectmen:

 I am writing in reference to the request for a Change of Location made by Circle Liquors to 12 South Main Street.  I live at 5 Webster Street and am abutter to the proposed new location.

One of the things that drew my husband and I to Middleborough 3 years ago was its beautiful and historic downtown.  The private homes of South Main Street are truly beautiful.  We are lucky enough to be able to see Town Hall from our front porch; with its dramatic restoration it has become one of New England’s treasures.  The commercial buildings of downtown have be and large been well maintained and preserved.  The recent expansion of the Mayflower Cooperative Bank demonstrates that it is possible to expand business on Main Street while maintaining, in fact improving, the historic feel of the downtown area.

After moving here most of our friends had never been to Middleborough before.  Each friend who has made the trip coming off Rt. 495 and traveling down South Main Street to our house has commented on what a beautiful town Middleborough is.  South Main Street is the gateway to Middleborough and from the anecdotal evidence we have heard from new visitors to the town, this gateway makes a positive and lasting impression.

The retail space at 12 South Main Street has been vacant for a long time.  I would certainly not want to oppose increasing business in the downtown area or prevent the building owners from at last leasing the space.  I do want to voice my concern, however, that this is a large and very visible storefront in an area full of beautiful historic buildings.  My concern is that every liquor store that I have seen in Middleborough or elsewhere is covered in advertisements banners, neo signs and is generally unattractive.  The unusually large glass windows in the front of this space would be particularly easy to cover in advertisements.  Muckey’s Liquors in Lakeville is a fine establishment but if you were to transplant the look and feel of that building to South Main Street, I believe that it would most certainly be detrimental to the neighborhood.

I would ask that if the Board of Selectmen decides to approve this Change of Location that it very carefully specify what this storefront will look like with limitations on the use of advertisements and signage.  In addition, I would ask that other issues be explored such as how bottle and can redemptions and truck deliveries will be handled in this limited space.

I am disappointed that I could not attend this meeting in person to see first-hand what any proposed changes to the storefront might be.  Unfortunately, we received notice of this meeting via certified mail on Friday, February 28 and did not have sufficient time to change a prior commitment for Monday evening.

Mr. Faber responded by saying the redemption is not an issue for him.  He said he was agreeable to any and all recommendations of signage.  

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if the building was in the Historic District.  Jane Lopes said it is, but is not required to go before the Historical Commission.

Mr. Healey asked if Mr. Faber was suggesting that he would not have any advertisements or produce information in the window.

Selectman Eayrs said there are tasteful ways to place signs.  He said he would object to large flashing signs, and felt that it would be a courtesy to submit ideas for signage to the Historical Commission.  He also agreed there should be no external recycling.

Mr. Healey asked where deliveries would be made.  Mr. Faber initially said to the front of the building, but after further discussion decided it would be best to use the rear entrance.

Police Chief, Gary Russell said he was in favor of putting this restriction on.

David Cassidy, 182 North Main Street, also expressed concerns for the traffic, as well as the weight of the refrigeration units in the building.

Chairman Perkins noted that the building had recently been completely renovated.

Mr. Faber noted that there has been a lot of change in the industry, and he receives only about 3 deliveries per week from wholesalers.  He said he would attempt to change the day and time of his deliveries to alleviate the problem.  He would also try to have deliveries from box trucks as opposed to tractor trailers.

David Slater, 6 Rock Street, also expressed concern for the advertising and additional  traffic.  He also asked what the hours of operation would be.

Mr. Faber said that he is allowed to operate from 8:00 AM to 11:00 PM, but works 9:00 AM to 10:00 PM.

John Ewas, 7 Webster Street, told the Board that he had only received notification on Saturday at 1:00 PM.  He suggested the Town should adopt a standard to notify a week in advance.  Mr. Healey noted that it had also been advertised in the Middleboro Gazette.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Perkins closed the hearing.

Upon motion by Selectman Eayrs and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To approve the request for a Change of Location made by M.D.& A. LTD d/b/a Circle Liquors, for a Transfer of an Annual All Alcoholic Package Store License to property located at 12 South Main Street, Middleboro, MA Assessors Map 50P Lot 6284 subject to the following:

· No flashing signs or otherwise distracting signs;

· The G&E bill will be paid in full;

· Ideas of signage for the windows will be submitted to the Historical Commission;

· Strictly adhere to the parking area;

· No external recycling;

· Deliveries will be made to the rear of the building.

Unanimous Vote.

NEW BUSINESS

Request to Demolish & Remove Harding Street Building

Upon motion by Selectman Eayrs and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To approve the request for Babak Alizadeh, President of AVSG, to demolish the building located at 16 Harding Street.

Unanimous Vote.

AVSG will pay for the cost for demolishing the building and removing the material from the site.

Request for Waiver of Electric and Building Permit Fees – Highway Superintendent

Upon motion by Selectman Eayrs and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To approve the request made by the Highway Superintendent to waive the Electrical and Building Permit Fees for D.P.W. renovations.


Unanimous Vote.

OLD BUSINESS

Request for Response – Frederick Weston Memorial Committee
Members of the Frederick Weston Memorial Committee met with the Board to discuss proposed uses for the property.

In September of 2002 the Committee had given the Board a list of proposed recreational uses for the property.  

Selectman Rogers noted that the Town also has Pratt Farm and now the Assawompsett Pond Complex. 

Anita Cole, Chairman of the Committee, said this property is an “additional sell in that section of town”.  She said the Forest is unique, noting that is has been allowed to go back to its natural state.

Mr. Healey noted that the Pratt Farm property is not “hayed”, and the Morgan Property will be returned to its natural state.

Ms. Cole said Mr. Weston was very specific in his Will for the uses.

Mr. Healey noted that the Will also mentions a park and playground.  Mr. Pickering said that this has been a problem from the beginning.  He felt that the property is located too far from town for baseball fields.  Mr. Healey said that the Athletic Playing Fields Committee continues to meet, and this is being left open as a possibility.

Bob Lessard said ball fields would create big parking areas, and the Will states that the property should be kept in its natural state.  Selectwoman Brunelle said that is open to interpretation.

Harry Pickering, a member of the Committee, noted that this is the third committee to be formed.  He said the same issues had been brought forth in the 70’s and a decision had been made at that time to not allow hunting.  Mr. Pickering said that each time a Committee dissolved, the property fell back into the hands of the Selectmen.

Chairman Perkins said this discussion began when concerned citizens requested the opportunity to be allowed to hunt on the property.  He also explained that his son had completed his Eagle Scout Project there about 20 years ago.

The Board reviewed the proposed uses:

The following uses were proposed to be allowed in Designated Areas:

· Archery

· Picnicking

· Parking

The following uses were proposed to be Prohibited:

· Commercial Dog Walking

· Dirt Bikes

· Motorized All Terrain Vehicles

· Snowmobiling

· Target Practice

· Fox Hound Running

· Swimming

· Roller Blading/Skateboarding

· Hang Gliding

Selectwoman Brunelle said she was opposed to archery because is borders on the possibility of hunting.  She said she would rather now see it there now.

Chairman Perkins said he had thought the issue of hunting would be addressed through a ballot question.  Selectwoman Brunelle agreed.

Selectman Eayrs said hunting has never been allowed.  He said he was in favor of keeping the property as it is.

Motion was made by Selectman Eayrs and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle to approve the proposed uses, minus paintball and archery, and to continue the ban on hunting and trapping.  Discussion ensued on the motion.

Selectman Rogers asked who will permanently watch over the property.  Ms. Cole said the Committee would.  Selectman Rogers suggested that a conceptual drawing of the Forest be made to show where the trails are, and to be made available to the public.

Selectman Rogers also suggested that the language referring to hunting be taken out of the motion until Selectman Wiksten was present.

Chief Russell said he had sent a letter indicating a problem with hunting too close to Faye Ave., but also indicated there was no reason to exclude archery hunting.

Selectwoman Brunelle said if the Board does not adopt a policy, then nothing is allowed and it stays vacant.

Chairman Perkins said he would not support the motion with references to “no hunting”.  He said the hunting and trapping issue should be left out.

Selectwoman Brunelle said a policy needed to be adopted prior to the discussion of allowing hunting.

Selectman Eayrs said that hunting is not allowed at this point, so the motion does not run contrary.

Chief Russell suggested that additional language should be added to the signage prohibiting “firearms”.  

A vote was taken on the motion.  The vote was 2 – 2.

Motion was made Selectman Rogers and seconded by Chairman Perkins to approve the uses, not including archery, and paintball, to proceed with a plan of the Forest showing the trails and submit Special Permits for the Board to make recommendations.  Selectwoman Brunelle asked that the motion be broken up.  Selectman Rogers withdrew the motion.

Upon motion by Selectman Rogers and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board


VOTED:  To accept the proposed uses not including archery and paintball.


Unanimous Vote.

Upon motion by Selectman Rogers and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To ask the Committee to proceed with a Plan of the Forest to be used by the townspeople.


Unanimous Vote.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Eayrs, the Board

VOTED: To change the signage to include “…..discharge or possession of any firearm, rifle, shotgun, black powder gun, bb gun or paintgun…”.


Unanimous Vote.

Chief Russell asked why there was a problem with archery, specifically stump shooting.  Selectwoman Brunelle said the current sign does not allow bow and arrows and she does not want anyone to construe this as hunting until that issue is resolved.

Ms. Cole suggested that stump shooting can be done on the 3000 acres of Rocky Gutter which is right across the street.

Chief Russell responded that horses can also be ridden over there and suggested the Board designate the Forest as a bird sanctuary, allowing on human foot traffic.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Rogers, the Board

VOTED:  To place the issue of hunting the Weston Forest (bow & arrow or gun) as a Fall ballot question for the November election.


Unanimous Vote.

Chairman Perkins said Town Counsel would assist in drafting the question.

Discussion ensued on payment for the signs.  Chairman Perkins said that only a couple are needed, in the parking areas.

Selectman Eayrs summed up what the Board had voted:  To approve the list of uses, minus bow and arrow and paintball, to continue prohibition against hunting, and to revise the signs regarding weaponry, and to place a ball question in November regarding the issue of hunting.

Town Clerk’s Response to Request for Revolving Account

Chairman Perkins read a response from the Town Clerk in response to the Board’s question to establish a revolving account from the fees charged for the Auditorium, and to use the fees for minor repairs.

Chairman Perkins said that Town Counsel’s opinion is that this does not qualify.  Selectwoman Brunelle said she respectfully disagreed, and asked for an opinion from the DOR.

Upon motion by Selectman Eayrs and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To ask the Department of Revenue whether or not a revolving account can be established, at no more than $2000.


Unanimous Vote.

Request for Re-Appointment as Constable – Bryant

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Eayrs, the Board


VOTED:  To reappoint Timothy Bryant, 1 Rice Street, as a Constable for 2003.


Unanimous Vote.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT

Governor Romney’s Budget (H-1)

Mr. Healey presented figures to the Board regarding the State aid in the upcoming budget.  

The year began with $3,053,403.  Categories of aid was zeroed out, including $2,296,100 in Lottery and $62,867 in P.I.L.O.T. Aid.  The School Transportation reimbursement of $246,684 was also zeroed out for a total cut of $2,605,651.  When the $152,620 (7/02) and the $236,820 (1/03) FY’03 Lottery Aid cut is added in, the ’03 and ’04 cuts total $2,842,480.

$210,923 has not been cut.  This includes the Police Career Incentive, Veterans’ Benefits and Exemptions for the Vets, Blind and Elderly.  This is the only remaining Non-Education State Aid that the Town will receive in ’04.

Mr. Healey told the Board that arrangements are being made for a conference call to someone in the Governor’s office.  This is being orchestrated by the State Rep and will happen this week or next week.  The School Superintendent has requested to be part of this.  Any interested Board members are asked to attend.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if an explanation had been given as to how the cuts were made and why.  Chairman Perkins said this does not exist and the budget cannot be deciphered line by line.

Selectwoman Brunelle said the cuts do not make sense, noting that the lottery money was based on a ballot question.

Chairman Perkins said this is “round one”, and a long way from being over.  He said explanatory materials will be coming out.

Mr. Healey told the Board that he had sent, on several occasions, corrections to the Governor’s Office regarding the amount of Free Cash available.

Maple Road

Upon motion by Selectman Rogers and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To recognize Maple Road as “Routinely Maintained and Used as a Town Way” from Old Centre Street to the dead-end at house #107.


Unanimous Vote.

Mr. Healey explained that the Selectmen’s vote of December 16, 1996 was in error, stating that Maple Road ran from Everett Street instead of Old Centre Street.
