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Chairman Perkins called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Selectman Andrews, Selectwoman Brunelle, Selectman Bond, and Selectman Spataro were present.

HEARINGS, MEETINGS & LICENSES
Meeting with Health Officer – RE:  Public Health Mutual Aid
Jeanne Spalding was present.  She provided a memo clarifying some previous issues regarding this discussion.

Ms. Spalding said she had talked to Town Counsel about the issue relative to having individual agreements with each town.  He agreed it might be “overkill”.  It was suggested to have mutual agreements with those specific towns that are reciprocal, and to add other towns as they become part of the program.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if the initial agreement would go to Town Meeting.

Ms. Spalding said yes.  She said the motion doesn’t specify communities, only entering into the agreements.  Therefore, towns could be subsequently added.

Ms. Spalding said 2 – 3 towns have already gone to Town Meeting, and 25 – 30 are going forward with the upcoming Town Meetings.  She said all communities are going through the steps.  She said the State is providing a list of those communities willing to go into the program.

Chairman Perkins asked if Town Counsel agreed with the agreement.

Ms. Spalding said yes.

Chairman Perkins asked if Ms. Spalding could provide specific towns that having joined this that are contiguous to our town.

Ms. Spalding said that the list is across the State.  No one has finalized this other than 3 towns that are not in this area.  

Selectman Andrews asked how this was different from the Fire Department providing mutual aid to other communities.

Ms. Spalding said it is the same, except this would be responding on a larger scale, such as the Bird Flu.

Upon motion by Selectman Andrews and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board


VOTED:  To accept the Public Health Mutual Aid Agreement as presented.


Unanimous Vote.

An article will be placed on the Warrant.

Meeting with WMAC – Discussion – Formation of Oversight Committee for Landfill & FAM Account
Members of the WMAC were present including Pat Rogers, Chairman, Bruce Atwood, Steve Morris, Neil Rosenthal, Ted Pratt and Anders Martenson.

Mr. Rogers told the Board that he had canvassed members of WMAC to see if anyone would be interested in being part of the Oversight Committee.  None would like be on this committee.  Mr. Atwood said he would serve if the Board was unable to find sufficient members.

Mr. Rogers provided names of residents who had attended WMAC meetings as possibly being interested in being part of the committee.
Mr. Rogers said the WMAC is making the following recommendations in regards to the FAM account:

1. A Highway Department Clean Up Fund be established in the amount of $10,000.00, to be replenished through Town Meeting Action from revenues obtained from landfill payments. The purpose of the fund is to provide the Highway Department with monies to clean up and dispose of trash from illegal dumping.

2. The Town of Middleborough has a continued defined legal responsibility for the old unlined and capped section at the landfill site and the newly capped Phase 1 section. 

3. If the Town were to assume operational management of the landfill, the Town would be responsible for establishing a FAM. We recommend that the Town maintain in the existing FAM account an approximate amount of $ 800,000.00. These monies could be used for post monitoring requirements for the unlined/capped and Phase 1 sections of the landfill. This amount could be reduced annually by about $ 25,000.00. 

4. In the future, the Town could be required to install a pretreatment gas collection system ($600,000) in the old/unlined and Phase 1 sections of the landfill that will supplement the existing passive gas collection system. The Board should consider putting aside up to $ 300,000.00 in a landfill account for this purpose for up to five (5) years. Annual monies could be set aside ($ 75,000 a year) from landfill revenues for up to four (4) years. Upon completion of set aside monies, the need for this pretreatment system should be evaluated along with the potential to release these funds for use by the Town.

5. As stated earlier, monies obtained from the sale of the town's landfill equipment to WMMA ($251,026.00) must be used to purchase other highway department equipment.  It is suggested that the town use part of these monies purchase new recyclable trucks and other equipment needed by the Town Sanitation and Highway Departments.

If these recommendations were followed, the Town would have approximately $825,477.00 available for immediate use. 

In addition, the Board could consider bringing a civil bylaw before Town Meeting to penalize illegal dumping and to levy a fine of up to one thousand dollars ($ 1,000.00). Presently, criminal bylaws levy a fine of up to $ 300.00.  A sticker program needs to be established to provide residents with a free sticker for access to the Residential Recyclables Drop off Center at the landfill. 

Mr. Rogers said the Town should also bring a civil Bylaw for illegal dumping to Town Meeting, allowing a fine of $1,000 - $2,000.  Under criminal law, the maximum fine is $300.
Chairman Perkins asked if #4 would be a permanent fund.

Mr. Rogers said that would be up to the Board.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked when Waste Management was taking over the Landfill.

Mr. Healey said he didn’t know because there are still issues with quality of work done at the Landfill, and DEP is working to resolve what needs to be done.  He said not to anticipate using any potential revenue from the Landfill Contract in this upcoming fiscal year.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if approval was needed from the DOR or DEP to release the FAM money.
Mr. Healey said no.  He noted the FAM account will be replaced by one established by Waste Management to take its place.  

Selectwoman Brunelle asked Mr. Healey to look into how the Town could put money aside into an interest bearing account to grow for future needs.

Mr. Rogers said it can be done as long as it is voted each year at Town Meeting.

Selectman Bond asked the WMAC to provide their recommendations in a memo with updated numbers.
Selectman Andrews noted there are protections in the Contract “in case Waste Management walks away”.
Bruce Atwood told the Board that the Landfill is “in a massive state of disrepair”, and wouldn’t expect it to open too soon.

Mr. Healey said he has reported the status of the Landfill on an ongoing basis.  He said the major problems are with sand, clay, and foreign materials under the liner.
Selectman Spataro thanked the individuals on the Committee.

Meeting with Lions Club – RE:  Authorization to Conduct Weekly Bingo
Chairman Perkins read a letter from Joe Thomas, President of the Lion’s Club, asking to conduct a weekly Bingo game at the COA every Saturday evening between the hours of 5:00 PM to 11:00 PM.
Chairman Perkins also read a letter from Ted Lang, Director of the COA, supporting the request.
Selectman Bond, being a member of the Lion’s Club, recused himself from this meeting.

Joe Thomas told the Board that a request is being made to use the COA facility for a weekly Bingo game to raise revenues for the Lion’s Club.  He has met with the COA Board of Directors, who voted to recommend the requested use of the facility.  He said this was the first step.

The second step is to get approval of the Board of Selectmen, who need to approve and sign the application for the Gaming Commission.  The Police Chief will also have to sign.

Mr. Thomas said the applicant needs to be a non-profit organization.  He said the Lion’s Club meets all requirements.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if the Lion’s Club would have enough volunteers.  

Mr. Thomas said other non-profit agencies, such as the Kiwanis and Rotary Club, are going to be asked to join.

Selectwoman Brunelle said she was involved in running a Bingo games years ago, and the biggest problem was sustaining volunteers.
Selectwoman Brunelle asked if an agreement has been drafted with the COA for usage, covering security and other matters.

Ted Lang said a formal agreement has not been drafted yet.  Arrangements were generally discussed with hypothetical costs.  He said the security/custodian, who will work 3 – 4 hours each evening, will be provided by the COA.  Additional help will rely on volunteers.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if parking arrangements have been discussed.

Mr. Lang said he hoped the currently parking lot would be sufficient.  He said there may be parking on the street.

Chairman Perkins asked what money was being raised for.

Mr. Thomas said money that the Lion’s Club raises goes back to the community.  He said a few projects are Mass Eye Research and the Hearing Foundation.  Donations have also been made to the Boy and Girl Scouts, the Public Library, the Park Department and the COA.  He said the Lion’s Club tries to give back as much money to the community as it can.
Chairman Perkins asked what the direct donation would be to the town.

Mr. Thomas said he wasn’t sure.  He said there may be a requirement to have a control officer, depending on the traffic.  He said they are trying to get through the first few stages to see what the projected revenues might be.

Mr. Healey said it was a great idea.  He said, before going to the State, there needs to be more definition of what the town is going to receive as a result of making this opportunity to the Lion’s Club.  He said there needs to be an agreement in place with the COA to offset budget costs.  He said there are other local non-profit organizations that would vie for this opportunity.  He said there needs to be thought as to how to maximize the gaming operation in a manner that would benefit the town and town agencies more significantly.  He said an agreement needs to be in place before approaching the State.

Chairman Perkins asked what the “normal” split was that other towns do.

Mr. Healey said he would have to research it.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked Mr. Thomas if he had information on that.

Mr. Thomas said he wasn’t sure there could be an agreement with the municipality.  He said he could get a lot more information once the permit was in place.

Mr. Healey said the building related costs need to be offset.  

Chairman Perkins said he was very supportive of the idea.

Mr. Thomas said the 2nd step is to get the Board’s signature on the application to send to the State for approval.  After that, companies can be approached for more information.  He said he couldn’t get a presentation from companies without having the permit.

Mr. Thomas told the Board that the COA was chosen, but the Lion’s Club could go to other facilities that aren’t town buildings.

Mr. Healey said the Board’s signature would still be required.

Selectman Spataro asked if there would be the same discussion if the proposal was for once a month instead of weekly.
Chairman Perkins said there should be some benefit to the town.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked if the intention was to approach other non-profit organizations.
Mr. Thomas said if they need to.  He said if they do, “they will want a piece”.  He said the primary mission is for sight and hearing.

Selectman Spataro suggested getting more information to see if it is feasible.

Mr. Thomas estimated $2000/week income “on the low end”.

Selectman Spataro asked if Mr. Thomas would have an objection to the Town trying to solicit the company on behalf of the Board, saying the Town is seriously considering applying for a permit.

Mr. Thomas said he had no problem with that.

Selectman Spataro said he wanted to understand some things.
Mr. Healey asked if the production company signs an agreement.

Mr. Thomas said no, explaining they “get the business”.

Mr. Healey said it is not in the best interest of the town to sign the application until all of the arrangements are worked out.  He said the town shouldn’t be “obliged to your good graces to decide what that will be”.

Mr. Thomas asked if the Board was saying the Lion’s Club had to make a substantial contribution to the Town in order to obtain the permit.

Selectwoman Brunelle said no.  She said a public building is being utilized, and the exact arrangements aren’t known.  She suggested contacting Sacred Heart Church in Lakeville to find out the arrangements they have.  She said the wear and tear on the building, as well as water, sewer, and heat have to be considered.

Mr. Thomas said those issues were touched upon when meeting with the COA Board of Directors.  He said it would be revisited in 3 months to renegotiate.

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To direct the Chairman to send a letter to those companies the Lion’s Club has been dealing with, letting them know that the Board is seriously considering the request, and asking that they give a presentation to the Lions Club so that questions can be answered.

Unanimous Vote.

Mr. Healey noted that a previous popular Bingo program in town that was benefiting the Little League came to an end because of lack of volunteers.

Selectwoman Brunelle said that is not the town’s concern.  

Selectman Andrews said he would like a written proposal if this goes forward.

The Lion’s Club has 26 members.

NEW BUSINESS
Request to Accept Donation from Peirce Trustees – Police Department
Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Bond, the Board

VOTED:  To accept a donation of $18,000 from the Peirce Trustees to repair the Police Station roof.


Unanimous Vote.

Harry Pickering asked if there was any way to know how much money the Police Department has received in the last three (3) years from the Peirce Trustees.
The Town Accountant’s Office will be asked.

Request to Rent Town Hall Auditorium – Marie Nelson Piano Students
Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Bond, the Board

VOTED:  To approve the request of Marie Nelson to rent the Town Hall Auditorium on Saturday, June 3, 2006, from 2:00 PM to 10:00 PM for a piano recital.


Unanimous Vote.
Discussion ensued on applicants who serve food at events in the Town Hall.

A note will be made on the application that if food is to be served the Health Department must be contacted for appropriate permits.

Request to Connect to Town Sewer System – Annette DesRosiers – 20 Carey Street
The Board received a request from Annette DesRosiers, 20 Carey Street, to connect to the Town’s sewer system.  She has a septic system that has failed, and there is not area to construct a new system because of wetlands considerations.

Mr. Healey noted that the property is located on a dead end street.  He said the property owner is asking for conceptual approval prior to preparing plans.  There has also been contact from the DEP suggesting another property on the street also be served.

Upon motion by Selectman Andrews and seconded by Selectman Bond, the Board

VOTED:  To conceptually approve the request of Annette DesRosiers to tie in to the municipal sewer system, subject to the following:  approval is limited to the present use, one single family home at 20 Carey Street; plans of the proposed pump(s), piping and appurtances must be provided to the Town for approval prior to construction; pump(s), piping and appurtances remain the property and maintenance responsibility of the property owner, and to authorize the Town Manager and Wastewater Superintendent to work with Ms. DesRosiers, the DEP, and the Health Department to bring back a proposal for further approval.

Unanimous Vote.

Request to Approve Third & Fourth Quarter Trash Fee Billing
Mr. Healey told the Board that $1.2 million was projected to be collected in Trash Fees.  However, the process of getting to that figure contemplated 4 billings in this fiscal year.  Therefore, the April Water and Wastewater bill should include a Trash bill for the third quarter and a Trash bill for the fourth quarter.  If this doesn’t happen, the Town will be short about $250,000.
Chairman Perkins asked what the ramifications would be.

Mr. Healey said another $250,000 worth of employees would be laid off.

Selectman Andrews noted that on June 13, 2005 he made the following motion:  “To impose an $18.00/month trash and recycling fee per household - per apartment - to be billed to the property owner, and to revisit the equity of a flat fee system by February 2006, and the imposition and necessity of the fee one year hence.”

Selectman Andrews noted that on August 15, 2005 the ‘pay as you throw’ program was implemented.  Therefore, the original intention of his motion has been met.  He suggested discussing the necessity of the trash fee in June of 2006.

Selectman Bond noted that the revenue from the trash fees was to be isolated for trash collection.  He asked why the revenues would affect anything else.
Mr. Healey explained that budgeting was based on received $1.2 million in trash fees, and therefore estimated Local Receipts were increased.  He said the trash program was always based on 4 quarters.  Because the program took awhile to implement, billing has been in arrears.  He said we now need to get “caught up with billing forward”.
Selectman Bond asked if being behind in dollars would affect the ability to pick up trash.

Mr. Healey said no, explaining that we bill, and collect, the dollars we spend to collect trash and recycles.  In doing this, we achieve the estimated Local Receipts.
Selectman Bond said he was concerned with the SJC ruling of tax vs. fee.  

It was noted that the amount matches the expense.  

Selectwoman Brunelle said the request is being made because of a timing issue.  If the billing had started on July 1st of last year this wouldn’t be being contemplated.

Mr. Healey said that the double billing will include a bill for the third quarter which will be due in 30 days, and the final quarter which will be due in 60 days.

Mr. Healey said there will be an explanation included on the reverse side of the bills.

Selectwoman Brunelle clarified that there will not be any double billing next year.
Mr. Healey said this was correct.

Selectman Bond said that the amount paid by residents is the same that would’ve been anticipated for the year.

Chairman Perkins said the cost is $1.2 million/year to provide the service.  Billing is being done to try to collect those monies within the fiscal year.  If not, there will be a shortage in the General Fund because the money would be expended for trash collection.

Selectman Andrews said the “real” problem was that Town Government “couldn’t get its act together” and now residents will have to pay two (2) quarters in 2 months.  He said he would not vote in favor.

Selectman Bond noted the delay was due to the Board’s request to provide background for the numbers.  This had to be done.

Selectman Andrews asked if there was a way to make the final quarter due 45 days after the third.
Mr. Healey said he would look at it.  He noted it would have to be paid within the fiscal year.

Selectman Bond noted that there are no late payments associated with the billing for those having difficulty paying on time.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Spataro, the Board


VOTED:  To approve the double trash billing for the third and fourth quarters.


Unanimous Vote.

Selectwoman Brunelle asked for a separate insert in the bills giving an explanation, as well as being printed on the bill.

OLD BUSINESS
Washburn Mill Site – Freight House
Mr. Healey told the Board that Bob Whalen and Don Boucher had gone to the Freight House.  A report was included.  Mr. Whalen says the building is basically in the same condition it has been in and enclosed a report submitted in July of 2005.
Chairman Perkins asked what the suggestions were for repairs.
Mr. Healey said to get Middleborough on the Move to find a developer to restore it.

Chairman Perkins asked that the report be shared with MOM.

Jane Lopes said she appreciated looking at the building, but thought that the Town was getting an estimate and method for doing what needs to be done to keep the water out, and make sure the building is secure.

Mr. Healey said the entire roof needs to be replaced.  Mr. Whalen doesn’t recommend using slate.  He said all the under pinnings also need to be replaced.  The water that is getting into the building is not causing any further damage.  The back door needs to be fastened shut along with plywood on the windows.

Ms. Lopes said it was hard to believe the water wasn’t causing damage.

Mr. Healey said the floor collapsed years ago.  The water is coming in and going to the ground.

Ms. Lopes said she hoped the new Committee that was formed to study the property would try to move forward with putting out an RFP now that the grain mill has been eliminated.

Selectman Andrews said there was no reason the Town couldn’t proceed with an RFP.

Chairman Perkins said this would be premature.  He noted MOM has been assigned the task of finding a reuse for the site and will be back with a proposal.
Ms. Lopes said MOM had met with the Historical Commission saying they wanted to spend one year talking about the possibilities for the property.  She asked that the Board encourage them to try to put out the RFP to see if someone would come forward with a plan.

Chairman Perkins also suggested asking them for suggestions on how to secure the roof.

Upon motion by Selectman Bond and seconded by Selectman Andrews, the Board

VOTED:  To send correspondence to MOM asking that, simultaneously with visioning, an RFP be put together in no less than 2 months.

VOTE 4 – 1 (Selectman Spataro opposed)

Selectman Spataro said he opposed the motion because the timeline might be too challenging for a citizens group.

Ms. Lopes said revising the RFP would not be a “huge deal”.  She said the previous RFP could be used eliminating references to the grain mill.

12 Highland Street
Mr. Healey told the Board that the tenant has submitted registrations for dozens of vehicles.  There are still 5 unregistered.  Mr. Whalen went to the property on Friday and today and is not getting a response regarding the remaining work.  He said he would go to court if he had not heard something shortly.
Chairman Perkins said he also looked at the property this week.

Bob Fitzgerald, 14 Highland Street, said that the registrations don’t match the pictures of the vehicles.  He said his wife was told by Mr. Whalen that he will proceed with a court order to inspect the property.
Mr. Fitzgerald also noted that the debris is up against the property line of Hope Rest Cemetery.
Mr. Healey said he had spoken to Joe Runci, a Trustee for the Cemetery, who told him that a grave had actually caved in.  

Downtown Parking
Mr. Healey said he has not yet met with the Police Chief.
Selectman Bond asked that any discussions regarding parking be made public.  He said he has spoken with business people who have good comments.

Danielle Bowker, Library Director, said the Library has used the building across the street for parking.  This will now become a Dunkin’ Donuts.  She said she was concerned with traffic issues.  She said she encourages patrons to use the parking lot behind the Police Station.  She suggested asking people with Town vehicles not used on a regular basis, to park on the perimeter.  She also requested any meetings be made public.

Selectman Andrews asked about the potential of taking the property across from the Library by Eminent Domain.
Mr. Healey said the process of it being sold has already begun.

Ted Pratt, who is employed by a downtown business that provides off street parking, said parking issues plague the entire downtown, not just a certain section.  He asked that a study of all of downtown be done.
Mr. Healey suggested asking SRPEDD to put together a parking study with recommendations for improvement.  He suggested including meetings with stakeholders of downtown for input.

Mr. Pratt said that would take awhile.  He said it could be done more quickly with common sense.  He suggested starting by offering to pay for signage in the downtown area limiting parking to 60 minutes and to have the Police Chief enforce it.

Mr. Healey said that would not make Mr. Savas happy.

Selectman Bond noted that if the downtown area is marked as high density residential housing, there would be after hours parking.  He said there was a Grant to get a parking analysis done related to businesses on the street.

Selectman Spataro suggested creating a parking committee, asking a representative from SRPEDD to sit on it.

Chairman Perkins said an overall master plan is needed, but there are short time needs.

Selectman Andrews suggested sending letters to businesses in the area asking how much time is needed for parking.

Mr. Healey said there wouldn’t be any agreement.

Selectman Andrews suggested getting an initial plan in place, asking for the Police Chief to enforce it, and then do a SRPEDD study.
Upon motion by Selectman Andrews and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, the Board

VOTED:  To direct the Town Manager to work with the Police Chief and Highway Superintendent to talk to immediate businesses surrounding ‘Savas Liquors’ in an attempt to establish a policy for parking in that immediate area.


Unanimous Vote.

Mr. Healey said not to expect unanimity.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Spataro, the Board

VOTED:  Once the issue with parking in front of Savas Liquors is resolved, to establish a Town committee to do a parking study of the entire downtown area, working with SRPEDD as a consultant.


Unanimous Vote.

Publication of Level 3 Sex Offenders
Ellen Grant read a statement to the Board voicing her opinion against publishing Level 3 Sex Offenders in the Town’s Annual Report which is an “historic yearbook”.  She said the information is only relevant on the day of printing, and will give a false sense of security.  

Ms. Grant suggested putting the pictures of Channel 9, which is the public service channel.  She also suggested taping the segment and making it available at the Libraries in Middleboro and Lakeville.

Chairman Perkins said he respectfully disagreed with Ms. Grant’s point of view.  He said he believed the Police Chief’s request is a valid one.  He said he was opposed at taking another vote at this time.
Selectman Bond said the problem with publishing in the Annual Report is that it is “paper” and becomes outdated and old.  Cable is “fluid”.

Selectman Andrews said the value of the publication is raising the level of awareness.  

Motion was made by Selectman Bond and seconded by Selectman Spataro to print a note with the pictures in the Town Report that the individuals are living in town as of a particular date, and for more information to contact the Police Department or see the Town Hall front lobby.
It was noted that the information has already been sent to the printers.

Selectman Bond with drew the motion.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT
Update on Water Main to Alden Shoe and Approved Extension
Mr. Healey told the Board that he was wrong in suggesting that he was not present when this extension was approved for Mr. Falconeiri’s project.  Unfortunately, there was no reference at that time to the /Alden Shoe main being a main that was not accepted by the Town.

Mr. Healey said a face to face meeting with all parties is needed to work things out.

Chairman Perkins said he had spoken to Mr. Falconeiri who said that Alden Shoe’s engineer was reviewing the fire flow test as it was conducted.  He will have an answer by the end of this week.

Division of Local Services Seminar
Mr. Healey gave the Board information on a seminar for finance officers that the Division of Local Services is sponsoring.  He suggested members of the Board, the Finance Committee, Town Accountant, Assessor/Appraiser, Town Treasurer and others may want to attend.

Clarification of Veteran’s Exemption for Trash Billing
Mr. Healey said that Barbara Erickson has asked for clarification on the trash exemption for 100% disabled veterans.  She wants to know if the exemption is passed on to widows after the Veterans pas away.  This is the case for Real Estate taxes.
Selectwoman Brunelle asked Mr. Healey to find out what numbers would be involved before the Board makes a decision.

Budget Preparation Suggestion
Mr. Healey gave the Board a memo outlining his suggestion on budget preparation for this year.  He is asking for the Board’ agreement or suggestions.  The memo will be sent to the FinCom and Department Heads.

Selectwoman Brunelle said the CLG should have a final report of numbers for next week’s meeting.

Montgomery Home Request
Mr. Healey told the Board that he had spoken to Dick Glidden who is the President of the volunteer Board that oversees the Montgomery Home.  He came to Mr. Healey because the Town had recently notified them that the Home did not qualify for trash pickup because, as a Nursing Home, it was a business, not a residence.
Mr. Glidden explained that it is a not-for-profit home for up to five (5) elderly women who paid an initial “entry fee” (currently $40,000) and who pay nothing more.  The Home is the equivalent of a family of no more than six (6).

Mr. Healey warned the Board of the potential of others to come forward looking for their service to continue as a flat rate customer.

VOTED:  To allow the Montgomery Home, 64 South Main Street, to have its trash picked up through participation in the sticker program.
