October 6, 2008

Meeting Minutes
Selectman Rogers, as Acting Chairman, opened meeting at 7:00 PM.

In attendance were M. Brunelle, P. Rogers and M. Duphily.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to approve 9-29-08 meeting minutes.

Unanimous vote.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to approve 9-29-08 Executive Session minutes.

Unanimous vote.

At 7:01 PM Selectman Spataro arrived.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Bruenlle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to continue Costello Dismantling E.R. public hearing to 10-27-08.

Unanimous vote.

NEW BUSINESS

Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Brunelle, Board voted to approve Betterment Agreement for 152 Rocky Meadow Street.

Unanimous vote.

Chairman read aloud letter from Town of West Bridgewater Board of Selectmen requesting the appointment of a liaison to represent Middleborough on task force re proposed siting of fossil fuel power plant, Brockton.  Board agreed to ask Health Agent J. Spalding if she could attend this meeting and report back to the Board.

Board heard from former Town Manager Jack Healey regarding SRPEDD matters.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to appoint Jack Healey as an alternate representative to SRPEDD, with voting authority and to maintain Selectman Spataro as the Board’s representative.  Mr. Healey to work with Selectman Spataro in scheduling who will attend SRPEDD meetings.

Three in favor.  One abstained.

Jack Healey gave an overview of Middleboro Youth Advocates. Upon motion by Selectman Spataro and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to authorize Chairman Bond to sign Memorandum of Agreement Between Middleboro Youth Advocates and the Town of Middleboro.

Three in favor.  One abstained.

At 7:24 PM Chairman opened Tispaquin Farms, Silo Lane Road Layout public hearing.  Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to continue to 10-14-08 at 8:00 PM allowing time to receive report from Planning Board.

Town Planner and OECD Director recommend the following three areas re South Coast Rail Economic Development and Land Use Corridor Plan:

1. Smart Growth Housing tool - prepare for 40R District and Transportation Oriented Development (TOD) near commuter rail station.

2. Design Principals for Station Sites & Other Growth Areas - Guidelines for high density development architecture and landscape site amenities.

3. Zoning by-law Language - Zoning for wind turbines. 
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Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectman Spataro, Board voted to authorize the Town Manager to work with both department heads to complete and submit paperwork by 10-10-08 deadline.

Three in favor.  One abstained.

Chairman opened public hearing on the application made by Manuel S. Rosa for a Wines & Malt Beverages Package Goods Store.  Attorney William Wainwright addressed the Board on behalf of his client, Manuel S. Rosa.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Brunelle and seconded by Selectwoman Duphily, Board voted to grant license for Manuel S. Rosa, dba North Main Street Market at 21 North Main Street, Middleboro, MA with hours of operation as 8 AM until 11 PM Monday through Saturday, and Sunday 12 Noon until 11 PM.

Three in favor.  One abstained.

OECD Director A. Nalevanko and representatives of Durkee Brown Architects met with the Board to review Durkee-Brown Report on Winthrop Atkins Feasibility Study.

At 8:53 PM Chairman opened public hearing continued from 9/15/08 re G. Lopes Construction’s request for a One-year Earth Removal Extension.  Board heard from G. Lopes, Engineer Mr. Madden and a neighbor of Mr. Lopes, Mrs. Pierce.  Chairman closed the hearing.

Upon motion by Selectwoman Duphily and seconded by Selectman Spataro, Board voted to allow one-year extension to allow Mr. Lopes to continue project and include all offers made by Mr. Lopes this evening.  Mr. Madden will be present on site to oversee as a professional engineer. Mr. Madden will supply Board with a quarterly report.  Board’s secretary to prepare addendum to permit with all of the language discussed tonight and send copy of project Plan to D. Boucher.  The restoration plan is to be incorporated into the permit.

Three in favor.  One opposed.

Board discussed Special Town Meeting Articles #’s6, 21, 22, 23, 20, 10, 9, 8, 5, 4, 3, 2, and 1.

At 10:40 PM Board voted by Roll Call to go into Executive Session to discuss strategy relative to Collective Bargaining.  Roll Call: S. Spataro, Yes; M. Duphily, Yes; M. Brunelle, Yes; P. Rogers, Yes.  Chairman announced Board would not return into Open Session.  Ended at 11:00 PM.
